The McDollar is predominantly red in color. In the center of the obverse are the golden arches and a scroll saying
“THE GOLDEN ARCHES". This is done in two shades of yellow or gold coloring. On each side of the arches are the
Cocoa Cola and McDonald’s logos — the Coke is red and the McDonald’s logo is embossed, metallic gold. Below the
Coke seal is the serial number of the McDollar. The two digits "98" appear on the white and yellow background at the
lower left above the fancy red border to signify the date of issue. Hopefully, this means there will be subsequent
issues in 1999.

The reverse of the McDollar is red on white with the same border as the obverse. In the center is a Coke, fries
and burger within an oblong that contains the words "Quality o Service o Cleanliness & Value". On either side of the
oblong are two seals showing registered trademark McDonald’s characters. Below the oblong is the text stating that:
"This certificate may be exchanged for any McDonald's food product in the amount of one dollar at participating

McDonald’s
restaurants in the
United States,
Canada and Puerto
Rico. Taxes payable
by bearer. This
certificate will not be
exchanged for cash."

The
cardboard has a medium blue background with "Astro
Play Money" in yellow and "inter-planet coins & bills" in
white. The boy on the right is in a white space suit
trimmed in red. The package is dated 1969 by Chemtoy
Corporation, Chicago, lllinois 60650. And the tiny print at
the bottom says "Made in the British Crown Colony of
Hong Kong". Oh yes, the original price was a whopping
10¢!

The package contents consist of five
paper bills and 24 plastic coins. The bills
measure 4 1/2 inches wide by 2 inches
high and are printed with purple ink on a
white background. There is one of each
denomination: 1, 5, 10, 100, and 1000.
The plastic coins are in three
denominations (5¢, 10¢, and 20¢) and two
colors (gray and dull gold). This particular
package held seven 5¢ coins (three gray
and four gold), nine 10¢ coins (five gray

better built and a better buy. “Be one of the
first 1938 Pontiac owners. Place your order
now for the earliest possible delivery.
Presented by Dauphin Motor Car
Corporation of Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.
Made by R. L. Polk and Company in 1937."
The back of the envelope has the rules of
the game. It encourages you to test your
driving skill, your knowledge of traffic rules
and judgement of the highways.
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Poatiac Safety Drive Game (continued)

This game reproduces all the problems
encountered in driving an automobile
through the congested streets of a typical
City.

The object of the game is to acquire the
most money by being the first player to
reach the various objectives with the least
loss through fines or damages. Each
player receives $500.00 in play bills. One
player acts as a banker. Two to 8 players
may play at one time.

The colorful game board portrays a street
map, with traffic signals, sixteen objective
points (golf course, fair grounds, etc.) and
obstacles (jail, hospital, etc.). Rules and
penalties are based on actual traffic
regulations. The game is always moving in
a forward direct, no reversing or U-turns.

The game board measures 21" x 22" and
was folded up in the envelope. It was
suggested to glue the game board on to
cardboard. Game markers are little
cardboard cars. Game cards marked
OBJECTIVE, CHANCE and SENTENCE
issued awards, fines, and warnings. The
play money is in denominations of 5 (lt.
green), 10 (yellow), 20 (tan), 50 (orange),
and 100 (It. blue) with black ink. Printed on
one side only they promoted the new
Pontiac's clear vision windshield, triple
sealed hydraulic brakes, safety unisteel
body, strong rigid bridge-type frame and
hydraulic shock absorbers. A spinner was
used to advance the players.
