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BABY’S OWN KLIKUM DOLLAR

Page 7 of Richard Clothier's book, Play Money of American
Children, has a listing called “Baby's Own Klikum Dollar”, B11 and
B12. We can now add to the information and number of items
known. The online eBay auction produced a package titled Klikum
Toys, Rattle Teether, Styled by Sanitoy. The original price was a
lofty 59¢. The never opened plastic package measures about seven
inches long and contains eight plastic coins in four different colors,
light pink, green, yellow, and light blue, all strung on a long metal
chain. As noted in the book the coins measure 52 mm (about 2 1/16
inches) in diameter. The obverse is patterned after a Morgan Silver
Dollar with no words or date and the reverse says " Baby's Own
Klikum Dollar" with an eagle like the one on a Morgan Dollar. These
must be difficult to find since these are the only ones | have ever
seen.

Vic Nolan sent in some information regarding additional Popsicle Tokens that are not listed in Richard Clothier’s
book, Play Money of American Children. Most of Clothier’s listed items are of the movie star variety with one, P-
400, showing a Wolf's head. Vic and your editor compared notes and came up with the list of tokens shown on the
next page. As you can see, we now know of 30 different movie star types or varieties, 3 animal head types, and 3
Popsicle Lucky Medal types. All are made of aluminum and measure 23 mm in diameter. Since most of our
members probably have some of the movie star types, we have only shown the other types below.

The obverse shown at the left is
the one listed as “Popsicle
Lucky Medal” in the table. The
reverse on the right is the
same as the other reverses
above, except it is 25 Icles.

A few years ago, | was able to pick up a box of imitation coins including the box. They were in poor condition
although there were quite a few. | felt they were what Richard Clothier had identified as 1-21 to 1-28 in his book,
Play Money of American Children. The box stated denominations from 1¢ to $1.00, but did not have any $1.00
coins in the group. Recently, | was able to pick up a smaller group, but in very nice shape by comparison. They
did not come in a box, but are identical to the Walkley ones and included one $1.00 coin! All 5 cent pieces are
half dimes and not the shield nickel. There were also 4 dimes that had the hole in the center. I'm still convinced
that they are Walkley's and are Clothier's 1-21 to 1-28 except he didn't identify the $1.00 as in that group. 1 do not
believe a 3 cent piece will ever show up!

There were also 5 pieces of paper
(not cardboard) Indian cents, not dated, and 5 pieces
of paper shield nickels, also not dated, but with Rays
on the reverse. They may complete the small currency
set, going along with the 10, 25, and 50 cent notes.

Richard Clothier has a good narrative about
The Tracies Company in his book, Play
Money of American Children, pages 41 and
42. He mentions the Mint o' Money sets and
the set pictured here is one of those. This
particular set is indeed made by The
Tracies Co., Holyoke, Massachusetts, but is
not dated. It is stock #39 and contains 15
aluminum coins and a small stack of "That
Ain't Hay" play bills. The card says that the
coins come in the denominations of 1¢, 5¢,
10¢, 25¢, and 50¢. While we have not
opened the card it can be seen that the
coins are of several types including Chicken
Feed Play Coin, Wooden Nickel Play Coin,
Thin Dime Piay Coin, Two Bits Play Coin,
and Half Buck Play Coin. It is always nice to
find a set of the older play money intact like
this to see some of the different ways that
the coins and bills were distributed.
